Junior College Courses Taken on Leland Campus

In order to streamline and clarify the enrollment and credit process for our
students, Leland and our partner junior colleges have started a new process
for the 2009-2010 school year.

Students who wish to take the following courses at Leland this year:

<American Sign Language (San Jose City College)
<Differential Equations/Inter Calc (San Jose City College)
=Intro to Business/Business Law (West Valley)

Students MUST register for these classes through the Junior College
enrollment application process. This includes obtaining the application form
and R-40 form from the Admissions Office or their website. The forms then
need a Leland approval signature before they go back to the Junior College
for processing. The JCs may require the students to take an assessment, so
it is best to do this soon so there is time to schedule it.

After the course is completed, students who want the grade and
credits for this course on the student's high school transcript, must
bring the JC report card or transcript in to the Leland Registrar,
Karen Johnson, to have the credit and grade applied to the high
school transcript.
