Furlough Days

A Message from our Superintendent, Don Iglesias
“Dear Community,

At the March 25th School Board Meeting, based on my recommendation at
the completion of negotiations with our Teachers' Association, our Board
approved five furlough days for the 2010-11 school year to take place the
week of October 4 through 8th, 2010. | worked closely with the San Jose
Teachers' Association (SJTA) leadership in selecting the dates for the
furloughs. Furlough days are related to working conditions for our staff and
represent a pay reduction for employees. We are required by law to
negotiate the calendar with SJTA. We considered a variety of alternate
dates, including before and after the school year and linking to existing
holidays and found significant issues with the alternate dates. A full
explanation of the selection of the October dates is available on our website
at www.sjusd.org

Please understand that furlough days are one of the only options we have to
reduce expenses in our school district at this time. We have lost over $50
million in state funding the last two years and furlough days will allow us to
not further erode support services and programs for students, based on lack
of adequate state funding. Thank you for your understanding of the difficult
decisions that we have made to keep our students learning and our district
solvent.”

Students are required to complete 40 hours of community service. We
recommend that students complete 10 per year. Juniors and Seniors will
need to be up-to-date with their Community Service hours to attend their
respective formal dances.

Please remember the following for community service requirements:

¢ Must be done through a NON-PROFIT organization; the organization
must have a 501C3 tax ID number to prove their non-profit status

¢ "Community Service credit will not be granted for recruitment,
membership building or teaching about an organization or its beliefs,
philosophy or mission. For example, Community Service credit will be
granted for volunteer work performed at a church providing childcare,
directing recreational activities, helping to feed or clothe those in
need, and providing other community services, but credit will not be
granted for teaching about religious beliefs or for organizing or
participating in religious ceremonies."

® No more than 8 hours per day may be rewarded
